A TrueNicks A rated mating, the potential Curlin/Rachel Alexandra mating appealed
immensely to the TrueNicks community. A common trait of the comments made by the
TrueNicks community was the strong genetic affinity that both sire and dam would bring
to the mating. In example, “In this case the most important factor for a new mating would
be a proven nick. | would choose Curlin because the Northern Dancer-Mr Prospector cross
is such a successful one, and the linebreeding is not too close up. The second factor is that
both are super racehorses who excelled on dirt.” Other factors cited in recommendation of
the mating was the soundness and durability that both horses have shown in their racing
career. While Curlin is an unproven commaodity, there is a strong genetic reason for
considering this mating.

Proven Sire AP Indy also rated well in terms of popularity with the community. It was
noted by many that there may only be a few more years left to breed to this Champion
stallion but that “A proven sire of sires, sire of multiple Grade | winners, and a sire of
champions should be able to breed with one of the greatest fillies of the 21st century.” One
can see that from the viewpoint of racing aptitude that the proven classic producing ability
of the sire would appeal. From a genetic viewpoint, while the immediate nick rating
between the two is poor, we are very keen to see more Secretariat returned to Rachel
Alexandra as we believe that this does hold some importance with her pedigree.

Two time Breeders' Cup winner Tiznow also proved popular with the community. While
there is not a lot to recommend with the mating from a genetic standpoint, the
community noted that Tiznow has already shown himself capable of getting horses to
compete on all surfaces. “I suggest Tiznow because | believe he is the complete package.
Champion racehorse, champion sire, his foals have won graded stakes on all 3 surfaces and
they are consistently competing at the top level year after year. Consistency is key.”

Roberto's son Dynafomer was also a popular choice even though it was noted that he is
not a stallion that would serve a mare straight off the track for veterinary reasons. In a
somewhat similar fashion to AP Indy, the community took the view that the proven nature
of Dynaformer was something to strongly consider when making plans with this mare.
“Proven quality. He's the sire of all-surface- runners. Dynaformer needs Rachel's stability.
What a super baby this would be...and, hopefully, a FILLY!”
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In a similar mating to the Australian Champion Whobegotyou, proven stallion Street Cry
(IRE) does suit Rachel Alexandra. Notably Riverman who appears in the pedigree of Street
Cry has combined outstandingly well with Sadler's Wells and the fact that Rachel
Alexandra is inbred to Northern Dancer is also a positive given Street Cry's pedigree. The
versatility of Street Cry, one of only a handful of stallions to get Group or Grade one
winners at 6 furlongs and 2 miles was noted “Street Cry's offspring have proven they can
do anything...sprints or routes, dirt, turf or synthetics. They would also be a good physical
match.”

Kentucky Derby winner Big Brown also rated well with the community and rates well from
a pedigree standpoint. We particularly like the inbreeding created to the Rough Shod
family here notably through Sadler's Wells (Medaglia d'Oro), Nureyev and Lt Stevens
(broodmare sire of Lear Fan). There is also a well placed inbreeding to Damascus that
rounds out the pedigree nicely. It was noted by the community also that the two horses
were similar in ability with “very similar running styles, similar horses.”

Classic winner and Classic sire Birdstone was the final selection by the community to be
bred to Rachel Alexandra. While the cross has not been tried the community did note an
interesting pedigree pattern at play here with “Northern Dancer 45x5Dx5D, Silent Screen
4Sx5D, Mr. Prospector 55x5D, and the mare Cap and Bells 55x5D” Considerations were
also made to the size of the potential mating “Birdstone sired 2/3 of the triple crown races
this year. She was the winner of the other race. And as she is a big filly, a smaller stallion
would be a better fit.” Again, soundness of the horses in question played a large part.

ALAN PORTER'S COMMENT: Pulpit is by A.P. Indy, who also appeals immensely here,
having Secretariat and Sir Gaylord (both out of Somethingroyal) in his dam. Pulpit has the
advantage of giving inbreeding to his broodmare sire, Mr. Prospector, with Rachel
Alexandra's strain coming through Forty Niner, who is in the broodmare sire line of three
Pulpit stakes winners. A.P. Indy and El Prado have reverse cross of Sir Gaylord and Tom
Fool. Pulpit is grandsire of grade one winner Laragh out of a mare by El Prado, and the
cross is TrueNicks rated A++.
